
A roof scan is one way LaFerney can evaluate your 
roofing maintenance needs. We can use  an infrared 
camera to detect moisture located in the subsurface 
regions under the roof. 

Infrared has become the most popular moisture 
detection methods for locating subsurface 
moisture on a commercial roofing systems.  Probably 
the biggest single reason for this popularity is because
the infrared camera can scan the entire roof for the 
actual moisture contours of each wet area.  
Every square foot of a roof can be scanned with the infrared camera.  If a knowledgeable 
operator who is well versed in roofing technology, the infrared camera becomes a powerful 
tool for determining the subsurface moisture content of a roofing system. 

LaFerney infrared cameras have the ability to detect wet roofing insulation long before it 
becomes visible. By sensing small temperature differences, even up to 1/100 of one degree 
Fahrenheit, it can electronically display the thermal patterns in the form of a video image. 
This allows us the chance to find your leaks early. Early detection reduces repair costs 
significantly.
